After God took away Isaiah’s guilt, God asked him the question, “Whom shall I send, and who will go for 

us?” Isaiah’s response was “Here am I; send me.” Immediately after Isaiah said “send me” the Lord gave 

him instructions.  

True surrender is 

allowing God’s purpose to become a reality in your life right now. When you say to God in sincerity, “send 

me” be ready for God to do things in your life that are “immeasurably more than anything you can ask or 

imagine.”
